What to Pack
Team Items

· Prizes from your school.  Please bring a minimum of one “prize” per attendee from your campus, anything from a pen or coffee mug to a t-shirt.  We will distribute prizes daily.  Be sure you include trivia questions (and answers) on your Team Information Form! 
· Materials to display at the Ministry Fair.  This is an opportunity to network and share ideas.  You can bring general materials (brochures, promo, giveaways, photos) or highlight a specific program.  We will provide tri-fold display boards for you to use if you wish to assemble your display when you arrive.   
· Your 2015-16 school calendar.  You will need this during your project planning sessions.  Be sure to include first and last day of classes, special days and events already planned by campus ministry or other campus groups, significant school events, holidays, fall/spring breaks, etc.
· A copy of your school and campus ministry mission statements (if you have them).   This will help your team identify how your project can contribute to the “bigger picture.”  
· A laptop computer.  You will need at least one laptop to create your project presentation and a flash drive to transfer it to the presentation room computer.  Having more than one laptop may help you work more effectively, and of course students may wish to bring theirs for personal use.  NMSU is a wireless campus, and we will give you a code to sign in as an NMSU Guest when you arrive.  

Personal Items

· Comfortable clothes.  Temperatures in Las Cruces in June are consistently in the 90 degree range, and at times can reach into triple digits, but hey, it’s a DRY heat!  While precipitation is unlikely, temperatures can dip into the mid to lower 60’s at night.  Buildings are also air conditioned, so you may want to bring a light jacket and sweater.  Please check the forecast before you travel.  Comfortable walking shoes are a must.  Laundry facilities are available in the Residence Hall.  
· School attire.  Please bring an article of clothing (preferably a t-shirt) which represents your campus to wear to our opening events on Tuesday.

· Dress Clothes.  Plan to wear something “casually elegant” for the final liturgy and banquet/dance.  Male participants have been known to wear ties!  You will receive a CMLI t-shirt to wear on the last day, so there is no need to pack something special for your project presentation.
· Other personal items to remember include:

· musical instruments for liturgy or socials
· extra cash for optional activities / free night
· a small reading light or nightlight (there is only an overhead light in each room)
· your personal health insurance information 
· water bottle for refilling
· sunscreen and a hat

· bag to carry CMLI binder/papers, etc.
